We are very excited about our upcoming college-level Chinese language competition on Saturday, April 13!

1. The specific topic has not yet been announced, but it is usually general enough that you can adjust your 3-minute speech to fit it, even after you’ve drafted up your talk. Think in terms of, “Fun with Chinese Language and Culture.”
2. The competition is in the Prince George's Room of the Stamp Student Union. 
3. The room is quite large. There is NO stage, but there will be an open space for those who need it for dance or other moving around.
4. We will have mics, and there will be computer plug-ins for LCD. Please bring your own USBs.   
5. The competition is in 3 parts:
i. Speech, up to 3 minutes - 70% of the total score. (the specific topic is not posted yet – think in general terms of fun with Chinese language and culture.)
ii. Q & A - 10% of the total score (the 4 questions per contestant will be quite general.)

iii. Cultural performance, up to 3 minutes - 20% of the total score. (Cultural demonstration or “talent” of any kind:  dance, martial arts, xiang-sheng, poetry recitation, skit, song, instrumental music, other.)

6. The top prize winner will go on to Beijing for the competition there!
